Regulations 
for the Borjan Tanevski Scholarship Essay Competition

Following the statute of the “Borjan Tanevski Memorial Fund” of 10.10.2003, the award of the “Borjan Tanevski Prize” is governed by the following regulations:

1 Candidates

All currently enrolled ACT undergraduate degree seeking students of high academic standing (GPA of 3.0 minimum). The GPA requirement is waved for first semester students. Candidates intending to enroll may participate, but, by the time of the award, the winner must be accepted for undergraduate study at ACT .

2 Prize

The winner of the prize is named “Borjan Tanevski Scholar”. He/she gains the financial award from the Tanevski Fund plus the matching amount from ACT (1500 + 1500 € in 2004). The award can only be used for ACT undergraduate fees. If the winner cannot use the whole amount for fees within two semesters (e.g. because he/she is graduating), the first runner up will be awarded the remaining amount.

The prize will be officially awarded at the graduation ceremony.

Further benefits such as publication, presentation at a conference, etc. are connected with the prize. (In 2004, this is publication in “New Balkan Politics” and, most likely, a conference presentation.)

The prize can be split between two candidates. The prize may not be awarded at all if no suitable candidates present themselves.

3 Competition Modalities

3.1 Procedure

The prize subject is announced publicly to all ACT students on a specific date, but kept confidential until that point. Students have one month from announcement to complete the essay.

In 2004: Submissions (3 copies) must be made to the secretary of the Tanevski Fund, Athina Vezakiadou by 27.04.2004, 15:00. The essay must be ready for anonymous reviewing by the jury, so it must not feature the name of the author. Ms Vezakiadou assigns a number to each submission and keeps a record of which number corresponds to which candidate.

The 5 member jury selects the best 3 essays. These candidates are invited for interview to assess the quality of the essay and that they are persons worthy of the award “a well-rounded person, active and aware of his/her civic responsibility” (“Borjan Tanevski Memorial Fund” statute, §7).

3.2 Jury

Following the statute of the “Borjan Tanevski Memorial Fund”, §6: “The five members of the jury are: a) three faculty members of ACT: Dr. Vincent C. Müller, Dr. Dimitris Tsanacas, Dr. David Wisner, b) one academic from a Greek university other than ACT: Dr. Efi Voutira, and c) one academic from a university or academy in the FYR of Macedonia: Dr. Mirjana Maleska.” 

3.3 Essay

In English, maximum 2500 words, including notes, excluding bibliography. 3 copies, typed and bound. (Name of author should not appear on the essay.)

By submitting the essay, the candidates declare that they are the sole authors of the text and that they do not present the work of others as their own. Authors may discuss the subject matters of the essay with third parties (including ACT faculty) but these may not give substantial support at any stage of the writing process.

While the subject permits a variety of approaches, a good essay should develop the author’s view on the subject, presented in a coherent line of thought in a well organized fashion, be sophisticated and deep (while involving the necessary breadth), challenging and interesting. Statements should be backed by evidence and references, if necessary.

The authors retain copyright on their essay.
